
 

 

CYO Playoff Rules 2009-10 

 

 

· Playoff dates: Start Wed. March 10th with A & B Division starting at 6:45 

and C & D at 9:00 PM 

· Playoffs (based on 19 teams) will be set in four divisions, being A, B, C & D 

Championships 

· The top 5 teams will be in the A Championship, next 5 B & so on (ties broken 

based on head to head over the season, if still tied, ends won) 

· Teams will play a 4 game round robin after which the bottom team in each 

division is eliminated (except “D” which will play 6 games). Semi finals in each 

division will be team 1 vs team 4 & team 2 vs team 3.  

· If teams are tied for last (4th) spot in any Division tie breaker game will be 

played Tuesday April 13th at 9:00 PM 

· Semi Finals will be played Wed. April 14th with A & B Division playing at 6:45 

and C & D playing at 9:00 PM 

· Finals in all divisions will be played on Championship Friday April 16th at 6:45 

PM, the CYO Closing Party Night. 

· Option of last rock or choice of colour will go to the team finishing higher in 

the regular season standings (if tied use a coin toss) 

· Ties will be broken by a full end played toward the glass 

· Sparing rules will be the same as for the regular season with the exception 

that spares cannot be drawn from teams still alive in the playoff. 

 

CLARIFICATION 

After completion of the second draw the top 4 teams in B will move up to A (for 

playoffs this will be B Division along with team 6 in A) & the bottom 3 teams in A 

will drop to B (for playoffs this will now be C Division along with teams 5 & 6 in B). 

In case of ties the following will be tie breakers: head to head but if more than 2 

teams tied & if those teams all beat each other, total ends. 

The teams will be split into 4 divisions for playoffs. 

I hope this clarifies how the 4 divisions will be set. All other rules are set out in 

the Playoff Rules previously sent out. If you have any questions or concerns please 

feel free to ask.
